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*STEAM CLEANING JOB DESCRIPTION
· Work involves using portable steam cleaning machines.  Most of the work is domestic, in both vacant and furnished houses.  We steam clean carpets, couches and rugs.  Most of the work is cleaning carpets.

· We email through runsheets between 4-6pm with the work for the next day.  The runsheets are printed and operators leave straight from home.

· The position is as a contractor, so you would need to fill out a form for an ABN if you don’t already have one

· The work is quite physical and may be suitable for those with problems heavy lifting, or ongoing injury such as major back or knee problems.

· Steam cleaning also involves being able to communicate well with customers and to deal with any concerns that the customer may raise.

· Good navigation skills are essential, and as such you will need to have the ability to read maps well, and to navigate between several locations each day without any major problems.

· The work can get quite hot in summer (like most physical jobs).

· Some of the advantages of the job include meeting new people, seeing new places and the ability to work independently.

· There is generally a need for Saturday work in steam cleaning, there is some flexibility however.
· The company provides approximately 4 or 5 days of training with one of our operators.  The assumption is made at this point that there is a genuine ability and desire to undertake ongoing work in steam cleaning.  The training period is paid to you at $80 per day, however if you decide the work is too hard, or you do not possess the necessary skills to complete the work, then it is considered free training for you and no payment will be made.  

· The work is generally on your side of town, however sometimes there is a need to travel further into the next area across if there are other contractors not working a particular day, for example if you are based in the south east sometimes there may be a need to travel across into western suburbs and vice versa.

· Payment for services is made to contractors from the money they collect from customers, taken regularly each Friday.  
· The work is very steady and the average day is 8 hours, with a small amount of variance on this.  Those able to work heavier days (eg. 10 hrs) we have flexibility to work this.
· Payrate is subcontract, $20 per hour inc GST using our vehicle and $23 per hour inc GST using own vehicle.  eg. if you work 50 hours in a week using own vehicle you take home over $1,000.   All costs are covered, but if using own vehicle you cover your own petrol.
